Second Reading: 1 Peter 3:13-22

Now who will harm you if you are eager to do what is good? But even if you do
suffer for doing what is right, you are blessed. Do not fear what they fear, and
do not be intimidated, but in your hearts sanctify Christ as Lord. Always be



ready to make your defense to anyone who demands from you an accounting
for the hope thatis in you; yet do it with gentleness and reverence. Keep your
conscience clear, so that, when you are maligned, those who abuse you for
your good conduct in Christ may be put to shame. For it is better to suffer for
doing good, if suffering should be God's will, than to suffer for doing evil. For
Christ also suffered for sins once for all, the righteous for the unrighteous, in
order to bring you to God. He was put to death in the flesh, but made alive in
the spirit, in which also he went and made a proclamation to the spiritsin
prison, who in former times did not obey, when God waited patiently in the
days of Noah, during the building of the ark, in which a few, that is, eight
persons, were saved through water. And baptism, which this prefigured, now
saves you-- not as a removal of dirt from the body, but as an appeal to God
for a good conscience, through the resurrection of Jesus Christ, who has
gone into heaven and is at the right hand of God, with angels, authorities, and
powers made subject to him.

St. Dunstan’s Pledge cards are available in the back of the church. You can
mail a check to the office or donate online through ACS or on
www.stdunstans.org or in person on Sunday morning.

If you wear hearing aids with T-coil you can hear our service directly through
your hearing aids. If you do not have T-coil, or have hearing loss and are not
yet ready for hearing aids, you can use one of our portable receivers and
headset. A "quiet room" with streaming of the service is available in the back
corner of this building and accessible seating options are marked and
available throughout the church. Check with a Hospitality Minister for
assistance.

Children of all ages are welcome in our services (noises and all). Our
nursery is also open all morning for ages 0-3 (located on the east side of this
building) and our "Pray-Ground" (front-left pew of the church) is open during
the service with quiet children's activities. Christian education is at 9:00am
for all ages (Sept-May) and during the 10:00am service children are welcome
to come forward for a "Children's Moment" and may leave with teachers
during the sermon for brief children's education and return just before Holy
Communion. Children of all ages may receive Holy Communion at their
parent's discretion.
